
The college is private, but some parts can be glimpsed, as 
here, through the entrance or over the wall.  It was built 
originally as almshouses in 1611.   

Do not follow the road round to the right, but turn left, 
keeping the college wall immediately on the right.  The 
path soon re-emerges into the countryside, with a ditch 
and trees on the right.  After a while, follow a flint wall on 
the right until the path reaches a road.  Keep right onto 
the road, staying on the right and facing oncoming traffic.  
There is no pavement for about 600 metres along this 
road.   

Just after the road passes over the narrow River Cam, 
cross the road with care to take the pavement on the left 
side.  Soon pass the Second World War pill box in the 
field on the right. Turn left onto the main 
London Road (B1383).   

Soon you will reach the Fighting Cocks pub - 
where you may wish to quench a thirst or 
take refreshment if you arrive at the right 
time of day.  You can check opening hours 
on 01799 541279. 

Close to the pub, cross the B1383 with care 
and take the turning opposite, the B1039, 
signposted towards Royston.   

 

After a short climb and a right-hand bend, 
fork left just before the mini roundabout into 
the approach to Audley End railway station.  
Whilst the station is situated in the village of 
Wendens Ambo, it is named after the better-
known Audley End House.   

The ticket office and London-bound platform 
are on this side of the track.  Cross the bridge 

for trains bound for Cambridge.  A ticket machine is on the London platform.  Not all trains 
stop at all stations so, before boarding one, please check that it is scheduled to stop at your 
intended destination.
