
Continue straight ahead on 
this road, ignoring Mill Fields 
on the right.  In the distance, 
straight ahead, the wooden 
tower of Mountfitchet Castle 
should come into view. This 
photo was taken inside this 
re-created Norman castle, 
which is particularly popular 
with children. 

At a small crossroads, turn 
right into Woodfield Close. 
Follow this round to the left, 
where it becomes Sunnyside.  

At the end of this road, turn right onto Chapel Hill, and in about 20 metres turn right again 
into Station Road for Stansted Mountfitchet Station. 

If you need refreshment, there is a selection of 
pubs, restaurants and takeaways in the area 
near the junction of Chapel Hill and Station 
Road. The photo is of the Victorian home of 
Stansted Mountfitchet Social Club at this 
junction. 

Station Road leads to the north-bound 
platform, for Cambridge, etc, and there is also 
a ticket machine on this platform.  Pass along 
the platform and cross the footbridge for the 
south-bound platform and trains towards 
Broxbourne and London.  

Trains do not stop at all stations so, before boarding one, please check that it is scheduled to 
stop at your intended destination. 

 

The route is plotted in the two maps that follow. They were drawn by Glyn Kuhn for The 
Hundred Parishes Society. Please note that the route flows from the bottom of each page 
towards the top.  

The first half of the route flows roughly south to north, whilst the second half travels from 
west to east. In the first map, showing the first half of the walk, North is at the top. In the 
second map North is to the left.
